Rationale:
1. Enrollment is not part of this proposal, and per NCS Alignment bylaw 106.C. 1.c, enrollment data is a factor that is not considered by conferences, the Alignment Committee or the Board of Managers in aligning schools.  In addition, it is clear by current arrangement of placement of schools in a league, that enrollment is not a factor, and does not create an inequity of competitive balance.  Examples are:

a. WACC – largest school Berkeley, 3146, smallest school Piedmont, 878

b. MVAL – largest school James Logan, 3,900, smallest school Morea Catholic, 946.

c. MCAL – largest school Redwood, 1,841, smallest school Branson, 322

2. This proposal simply places the new members in the SCL, allowing the league to divide into two competitive divisions.

3. Mileage is increased for the current SCL schools, from an average of 20.1 to 29.5.

4. Simple placement of the Napa schools in the SCL is a simple fix that does not address the alignment criteria as well as other potential proposals, and may lead to an appeal if the proposal was adopted.

5. While it is important to share different ideas, the increased mileage in this proposal and the lack of adjustment for competitive balance raises concerns that the proposal if the best plan serving the best interests of the conference member schools.
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
