Rationale:  

We have provided the option above which is basically your original option #2 with two changes – Casa Grande and Rancho Cotati would go to SCL and Napa and Vintage would go to NBL.  This option does not create a new league.  We believe that this option does allow for competitive equity and meet the requirement of geographical proximity with all schools bearing some burden of travel which is an hour +, but less than 80 minutes.  We appreciate your sixth option provided recently and your continued thinking on this.  

For the following reasons we believe the option above for SCL, MCAL and NBL will meet the NCS criteria.  We will share this with our league on May 11 when we meet.
1. Napa and Vintage are not only similar in size but also competitively more adequate for the NBL schools
2. Napa and Vintage will be better served in their post-season pursuits facing a higher level of competition and similar school sizes in the NBL.  They most likely will be placed on a D I or D. II level however will be playing D III competition during the season. 
3. Casa and Rancho are close in proximity to SCL and will provide competitive play for SCL teams
4. The burden of travel is shared by all more equitably by both NBL and SCL.  Ukiah should not be a part of the same league with Sonoma or Napa schools.
5. All three leagues remain large enough that if in future years, a few schools want freedom to move it won’t decimate any one league.  
6. Existing rivalries are, to a degree, kept intact while providing opportunities for fresh competition and new school spirit to flourish.
